Françoise Brignole-Baudouin  MD, PHD, HDR, is  associate professor of
toxicology at  the “Faculté de Pharmacie de Par is ,  Université de Par is3,
France,  researcher at  the “ Inst i tut  de la v is ion” ,   and also the head of the
medical  biological  department at  the Quinze-Vingts Nat ional
Ophthalmology Hospital  in Par is ,  ent irely dedicated to ocular diseases.
She is  involved in toxicological  evaluat ion of  xenobiot ics which can cause
dry eye disease (DED) :  drug act ive compounds,  excipients/preservat ives,
in part icular  benzalkonium chlor ide,  a quaternary ammonium compound,
as well  as formaldehyde gas,  an environmental  pollutant .  She has
developed tools to assess ocular surface inf lammation,  in part icular  in
DED, the main one of which is  a “ f lowcytometr ic assay for HLA-DR ant igen
quanti f icat ion in conjunct ival  inpr ints” .  This test  was used in several
phase I I  and I I I  cl in ical  studies and demonstrated that HLA-DR, correlated
with the severity and the fol low-up of DED, is  considered today as the
best biomarker to assess ocular surface inf lammation.  She is  currently
using omics technologies to explore new possibi l i t ies for  the discovery of
biomarkers for  DED. She is  author of  more than 150 scient i f ic  publ icat ions.

Juana Gallar is  Professor of  Physiology at  the Miguel Hernández University
of Elche (Spain)  s ince 2002 and leads the Ocular Neurobiology Group of
the Inst i tute of  Neurosciences UMH-CSIC s ince 2008.  Prof .  Gallar  has a
degree in Medicine and Surgery,  a PhD in Neurosciences by the University
of Al icante and completed her tra ining at  the Eye Research Inst i tute of  the
Retina Foundation (Harvard Medical  School ,  Boston,  USA) and the Shi ley
Eye Center of  UCSD (La Jol la ,  USA) .  Her research focuses on the
neurophysiological  bases of  ocular pain and the physiology and
pathophysiology of the somatosensory nerves of  the ocular surface.  She is
author of  numerous neurophysiological  data on the funct ional  types of
corneal  sensory receptors and their  role in the genesis of  sensat ions
originat ing in the eye and in the regulat ion of  var ious ocular funct ions
(basal  and reflex lacr imation,  bl inking,  maintenance of ocular blood f low
and IOP,  t issue repair ,  etc . ) .  She also studies the morpho-funct ional
changes of tr igeminal  neurons associated with aging and the regenerat ion
mechanisms of corneal  nerves after corneal  transplantat ion.  Prof .  Gallar  is
member of  several  scient i f ic  societ ies in the f ield of  neurosciences,  the
study of pain and ophthalmology,  for  which she has organized several
internat ional  congresses and symposia .  She is  author of  more than 60
indexed scient i f ic  art icles and co-inventor of  12 registered patents .  

Annabelle Réaux-Le Goazigo ,  PhD, researcher,  CR1 at  Inst i tut  Nat ional
de la Santé et  de la Recherche Médicale ( INSERM) has a recognized
expert ise in cellular  and molecular biology and pain behaviours .  She
has an extensive knowledge of the rodent neuroanatomy, physiology,
imaging and in the development of  animal models .  Her research
projects are dedicated to the role of  chemokines and their  receptors in
corneal  pain by deciphering neuro-immune interact ions that occur in
the cornea,  tr igeminal  gangl ion and brain structures.  The interact ions
between opioid receptors and chemokine receptors in pain processing
are also evaluated.  She part ic ipates in translat ional  research program
between the Vis ion Inst i tute and the cl in ical  invest igat ion center (CIC
503,  quinze-Vingts Hospital )  to f ind new pain-related biomarkers and
treatments for  ocular pain rel ief .

The Dry Eye Foundation  is  a nonprof i t  organizat ion based in Poulsbo,  Washington (US) ,
whose mission is  to improve qual i ty of  l i fe for  people suffer ing from dry eye disease.  The
foundation is  working to document i ts  community ’s  needs and provide much-needed
services,  while also ref in ing i ts  v is ion to lay the groundwork for long-term change in how
both this community and eye care professionals think about dry eye disease.

The Dry Eye Foundation was establ ished in 2018 after a long history of  advocacy,
educat ion and support  for  people suffer ing from dry eye disease under the name Dry Eye
Zone.  Incorporat ing as a nonprof i t  was a natural  next step in response to a rapidly
growing community with escalat ing needs that aren’t  being met.  

According to the most frequently quoted epidemiological  study,  there are approximately
30 mil l ion people in the US suffer ing from dry eye,  f igures that are for “dry eye” in the
broadest possible sense.  Most of  The Dry Eye Foundation’s work is  cater ing for the
needs of a relat ively small  subset of  the 30 mil l ion:  people experiencing severe
symptoms that are adversely affect ing their  qual i ty of  l i fe .  However,  the Foundation also
wants to have a role in prevention and improving outcomes for the ones who could at
any t ime escalate to a more severe condit ion.  This is  done by seeking to educate those
who can benefit  much more from information on r isk factors and prevention.

Rebecca Petris  started The Dry Eye Zone in 2005.  Pr ior  to that ,  she
worked for a decade or so in commercial  jet  leasing in London and
San Francisco.  In her younger days,  worked as a teacher and
translator in Thessaloniki ,  Greece.  Rebecca's interests shifted to
eyes and advocacy after experiencing unexpected and hard-to-treat
eye problems after LASIK surgery in 2001.  In October 2018,  Rebecca
decided to  move on in favor of  working ful l  t ime in advocacy and
research.  A new nonprof i t  foundation was born:  The Dry Eye
Foundation,  from which she is  Founder and Executive Director .  

Rebecca is  passionate about educat ion,  pat ient advocacy,  helping
doctors and pat ients understand each other better ,  and rais ing the
bar in dry eye care.  She loves writ ing,  data and databases.
