In a research project conducted under the BNP Paribas Fortis
Chair for Transport, Logistics and Ports at the University of
Antwerp, during the period Autumn 2013-Spring 2015, data was
collected on 75 different innovation cases. The study was carried out
as part of an international research effort involving six universities
and the results were presented at the second BNP Paribas Fortis
CO.Innovation event (April 23th, 2015). The research explains how
innovations make it possible to address the major challenges of the
port industry (especially among the players of the supply chain) and
to generate competitive advantage. The executive summary and an
overview of the innovative cases clustered per stakeholder can be
consulted here.

The European Horizon 2020 BENEFIT 4 TRANSPORT (Business
Models for Enhancing Funding and Enabling Financing of
Infrastructure in Transport) project, to which TPR contributes,
released its third newsletter. BENEFIT takes an innovative approach
by analysing funding schemes within an inter-related system. The
newsletter reports the findings of the first Policy Dialogue held on 24
September in Milano, and the webinar of 3 September 2015.
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Matteo Balliauw was awarded an IWT (Flemish Science
Foundation) research grant for his project ‘Port capacity: pricing and
investment under uncertainty. The development of a game-
theoretical real options model in the maritime chain’.

Thomas Vanoutrive was awarded an FWO (Flemish Science
Foundation) grant for his project ‘Public transport policy: discourse,
accessibility and alternatives’

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The Policy Research Centre on commodity and passenger flows
(MOBILO) released a new policy-supporting paper, entitled ‘Choice
behavior of company car drivers within the mobility budget’,
written by Toon Zijlstra, Peter Goos, Thomas Vanoutrive and Ann
Verhetsel. The mobility budget (MB) is presented by employers,
sector organizations and policymakers as a concept with a large
potential to stimulate sustainable mobility in Flanders. In this study,
the choice behavior of employees with a company car was
investigated when they were offered a MB. Three research
questions were examined: [1] will the MB reduce the number of
cars, [2] will the MB lead to cleaner cars and [3] will the MB lead to
more multimodal travel behavior. The paper is available here.

Het Steunpunt Goederen- en personenvervoer (MOBILO) publiceerde
een nieuwe beleidsondersteunende paper, getiteld ‘Keuzegedrag van
bedrijfswagenrijders binnen het mobiliteitsbudget’. De auteurs
zijn Toon Zijlstra, Peter Goos, Thomas Vanoutrive en Ann Verhetsel.
Het mobiliteitsbudget (MB) wordt door werkgevers,
belangenorganisaties en beleidsmakers gepresenteerd als een kansrijk
concept om duurzame mobiliteit te bevorderen in Vlaanderen. In deze
studie onderzochten we het keuzegedrag van werknemers met een
bedrijfswagen wanneer een MB zou worden aangeboden. Drie
onderzoeksvragen staan centraal: [1] zorgt het MB voor minder
wagens, [2] zorgt het voor schonere wagens en [3] zorgt het voor
meer multimodaal reisgedrag. De paper is hier beschikbaar.
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A second, published policy-supporting paper is entitled ‘Social
cost-benefit analysis of a private urban consolidation centre
in Antwerp’ and was written by Bram Kin and Cathy Macharis.
Sustainable city distribution concepts such as an urban
consolidation centre (UCC) are intended to make city distribution
more economically, environmentally and socially sustainable. Goods
from outside the city destined for a specific delivery area and
transported by different transport companies are bundled in close
proximity to the delivery area. The main constraint is financial
viability since stakeholders in city distribution (i.e. shippers,
receivers and transport operators) are often not willing to pay for
the additional cost of consolidation. City Logistics as a business unit
of bpost, started a UCC in Antwerp in 2014. In order to evaluate
the UCC, a social cost-benefit analysis (SCBA) is applied. Social
cost-benefit analyses quantify all the welfare effects of a project.
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Een tweede beleidsondersteunende paper die werd gepubliceerd, is
getiteld ‘Social cost-benefit analysis of a private urban
consolidation centre in Antwerp’ en werd geschreven door Bram
Kin en Cathy Macharis. Duurzame stadsbevoorradingsconcepten, zoals
een stedelijk distributiecentrum (SDC), beogen de huidige
stadsbevoorrading te verduurzamen op zowel ecologisch, sociaal als
economisch vlak. De bedoeling van een SDC is om goederen van
verschillende transporteurs, met bestemming in hetzelfde stedelijke
gebied, te bundelen. Het probleem blijft echter een duurzaam
bedrijfsmodel omdat transporteurs, verladers en ontvangers vaak niet
bereid zijn om voor de extra kost van consolidatie te betalen. In
Antwerpen is City Logistics, als bedrijfsonderdeel van bpost, in 2014
een SDC gestart. In dit onderzoek wordt dit SDC geévalueerd met een
sociale kosten-baten analyse (SKBA) waarbij alle effecten (direct,
indirect en extern) worden gemonetariseerd. De paper is hier
